UL IT} Research and investigation into the teaching of Chinese culture in the academic world of Teach-
ing Chinese as a Foreign Language has grown like wildfire over the last 30 years, comprehensively sprea-
ding out in all directions. The distinct division of cultural teaching has also garnered an important position
in the research field that has its own extensive following. Yet, even now in academia, there remain a
number of disputes surrounding Chinese cultural teaching that restrict research into this and related
fields. For the benefit of future scholarly research, this paper seeks to review and comment on the follow-
ing three aspects: (1) The prominence of “communicative culture” in cultural teaching; (2) The specif-
ic division of cultural teaching content, and (3) The arrangement of cultural teaching content levels.
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
