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Study of Yuan Ren Chao’ s Phonetic Teaching Methods
in Teaching Chinese as a Foreign Language

Abstract: Yuan Ren Chao (1892 —1982) is a famous linguist and an expert in language teaching, who
is also the most important founder of teaching Chinese as a foreign language. Phonetic teaching is the
most important part and also the most successful one in his teaching practice. This paper makes a careful
analysis of his phonetic teaching methods from four aspects, namely, the teaching of tones, difficult pro-
nunciations, phonetic system and sandhi, then summarizes the main characteristics of his phonetic teach-
ing methods, and points out that many scientific methods which he used in his teaching practice are still
worth our using for reference at last.
